App State Disc Golf Club Constitution
Appalachian State University
Article I: Name
Section 1: The name of this organization shall be App State Disc Golf Club.

Article II: Purpose
Section 1: The purpose of the App State Disc Golf Club organization is to create a local community here at Appalachian State centered around the sport of Disc Golf. We hope to bring in current players and teach newcomers to the sport. We also plan on raising awareness of Disc Golf within Boone and to support the building of a local course.

Article III: Membership
Section 1: Membership is open to all Appalachian State University students
· (50%+1) must be ASU students, and only ASU students are allowed to be officers.
Article IV: Membership Fees 
Section 1: No membership fees are necessary for joining and maintaining active membership. Funds raised to cover costs of playing (including but not limited to transportation) may be asked of participants. 
Article V: Officers
Section 1: The Executive Board shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section 2: The term of office for the Exec Board shall be 1 academic year. 
Section 3: Executive Board members must be in good academic and disciplinary standing with Appalachian State University. 

Section 4:  The Advisor shall be a non-voting member. 

Section 5:  Only ASU students are allowed to hold an officer position.

Article VI: Duty of Officers
Section 1: Only students in good academic and disciplinary standing may serve as officers.

Section 2: The duties of the President shall be:

A.  To organize meetings and help plan events.

B.  To actively create a welcoming disc golf community here in Boone.

Section 3: The duties of the Vice President shall be:

A.  To aid the President in their duties

B.  To act as acting President if the current President is unavailable.

Section 4: The duties of the Secretary shall be:

A.  Record meetings and take notes.

B.  Maintain a rankings system for club members.

Section 5: The duties of the Treasurer shall be:

      A.   To keep accurate records of any club funds.

Article VII: Officer Election and Removal
Section 1: All club officers shall be elected by ballot and will serve a term of 1 academic year. The President may not serve as President for more than 2 terms. 

Section 2: Officer elections will consist of the following process:

A. Nomination process; each eligible member may run for any office.

B. Elections; are to be held at the end of every Spring semester. Winners of the election are determined by the largest number of votes cast in their favor.

C. Run-off elections, if necessary, such as in the event of a tie, are to be held 1 week after the initial election. In the event that both nominees choose not to hold a run-off election, a putting match may occur. This putting match will be in the form of the game “HORSE”, winner is elected. 

Section 3: In the event an officer is judged to be deficient in his/her duties (as determined by a unanimous agreement of the remaining executive officers and advisor), he/she may be removed from their elected position.  The advisor shall oversee the process of removal from office. The President shall make an appointment to replace this officer. 
Article VIII: Elections & Voting
· At the end of each Spring semester, members shall come together to elect new officers or reelect old ones. These initial votes shall be hosted either the sitting President, Vice President, or the advisor if neither of the officers are still members of the club by the end of the Spring semester.

· Ballots are to be cast once by each member, and may not be cast for more than one officer per position. 
Article IX: Committees
· As of the creation of this document no committees are currently outlined. If in the future there arises a need to create such committees this power is granted to the President. The President shall determine the need for such committees and to outline their scope. 
Article X: Role of Advisor
· The role of the advisor is to provide the club with guidance and help organize events both locally and outside of the community. In the event that officers are found to be deficient in their duties the advisor may vote with the executive committee to remove said officer. 
Article XI: Meeting Procedure
· Section 1: All meetings will be held by the highest ranking officer present. These times are determined by either the President or the Vice President. 

· Section 2: To be eligible to vote, all members must come to a minimum of 30% of the meetings. 
Article XII:  Finances
· The account held by the App State Disc Golf Club resides at Wells Fargo Bank at 958 Blowing Rock Road. The Treasurer shall be responsible for all financial transactions. In the case that the Treasurer cannot take responsibility for financial transactions, the President shall oversee said transactions. 
Article XIII:  Supremacy Clause  
· The App State Disc Golf club agrees to follow all Appalachian State University, State, and Federal laws and policies.  
Article XIV: Non-Discrimination Clause
· App State Disc Golf states that no student will be excluded from membership or participation on the basis of his or her race, color, religious status or historic religious affiliation, sex, national origin, age, political affiliation, veteran status, disability, sexual orientation, gender identity and expression, or unless exempt under Title IX, gender.
Article XV:  Amendments & Ratifications
· Section 1: This constitution will be reviewed annually.

· Section 2: The following process must occur for any amendments to this constitution. A 75% majority of eligible members must vote in order for an amendment to pass. After an amendment is passed this document is to be modified with the amendment attached by the secretary. 
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
