ASU Gardening Club Constitution 

Appalachian State University
Article I: Name

Section 1: The name of this organization shall be ASU Gardening Club.

Article II: Purpose

Section 1: The purpose of the ASU Gardening Club organization is to teach members of this community about food and plants. We aim to provide a community environment for all.

Article III: Membership

Section 1: Membership is open to all Appalachian State University students
Article IV: Membership Fees 
Section 1: An annual membership fee of $0 is due to the Treasurer. 
Section 2: Members who are current on their dues payment shall be classified as “active” members.

Article V: Officers

Section 1: The Executive Board shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section 2: The term of office for the Exec Board shall be 
August 2020-May 2021
 
Section 3: Executive Board members must be in good academic and disciplinary standing with Appalachian State University. 

Section 4:  The Advisor shall be a non-voting member. 

Section 5:  Only ASU students are allowed to hold an officer position.
Article VI: Duty of Officers

Section 1: Only students in good academic and disciplinary standing may serve as officers.

Section 2: The duties of the President shall be:

A.  Leading club meetings
B.  Send out emails to students
C.  Planning events 
Section 3: The duties of the 
Vice President 
 shall be:

A.  Assisting the president with all above duties
B.  Gathering supplies for meetings
Article VII: Officer Election and Removal

Section 1: All club officers shall be elected through interest and will serve a term of an academic year.
Section 2: Officer elections will consist of the following process: 
A. Nomination process

B. Elections

C. Run-off elections, if necessary

Section 3: In the event an officer is judged to be deficient in his/her duties (as determined by a unanimous agreement of the remaining executive officers and advisor), he/she may be removed by a two-thirds vote of the active organization membership.  The advisor shall oversee the process of removal from office.
Article VIII: Elections & Voting
At the end of an academic year, we will ask if anyone would like to hold a position into the following academic year. If multiple people are interested, we will hold an election.
Article X: Role of Advisor

Advisor will assist in helping us gather resources in the community that could help expand our knowledge or help with activities for meetings.
Article XI: Meeting Procedure

· Section 1: All meetings will be held: Once a week, days will defer
· Section 2: To be eligible to vote, all members must: Every member is eligible to vote.
Article XII:  Finances

· We will maintain an off-campus bank account to store our funds. Funds will be raised through on campus fund raising and farmers market sales.
Article XIII:  Supremacy Clause

· The ASU Gardening club agrees to follow all Appalachian State University, State, and Federal laws and policies.  

Article XIV: Non-Discrimination Clause

· ASU Gardening club states that no student will be excluded from membership or participation on the basis of his or her race, color, religious status or historic religious affiliation, sex, national origin, age, political affiliation, veteran status, disability, sexual orientation, gender identity and expression, or unless exempt under Title IX, gender.
